
Joseph E. (Eddie) Hair served in with Army Airborne units from 1967 – 1970 including the 173d Airborne brigade in the Republic of Vietnam. He served with C/1/503rd in Vietnam, with 2/508th, and HHC Recon/1/504th of the 82nd Airborne Division. 
 
His civilian accomplishments include a wealth of educational experience including an A.S.
